· To be ruined
· To suffer loss
· To experience destruction or collapse
The wording emphasizes self-inflicted consequences resulting from rejecting wisdom.
🔹 “Reveres” – יָרֵא (yare’)
Meaning
· To fear with reverence
· To honor deeply
· To respect with submission
This word reflects the biblical concept of fearing God with awe, humility, and obedience.
🔹 “Commandment” – מִצְוָה (mitzvah)
Meaning
· Command
· Instruction given with authority
· Moral or spiritual directive from God
🔹 “Rewarded” – יְשֻׁלָּם (yeshullam)

· To receive repayment
