The Role of Wise Instruction in Ancient Israel
Wisdom teaching in Israel often occurred through:
· Parental instruction
· Community elders
· Priests and teachers of the Law

Instruction was viewed as essential to survival, not merely education. Wisdom was considered a source of protection and flourishing life.
The Imagery of Water and Life
In the ancient Near East, water symbolized survival, blessing, and renewal. A fountain or spring represented:
· Continuous supply
· Sustaining nourishment
· Life preservation
· Refreshment in dry conditions
