🏛 Historical and Contextual Background
Agriculture and Survival in Ancient Israel
Most families in Israel depended on agriculture for survival. Cultivating land required:
· Hard labor
· Seasonal patience
· Stewardship of limited resources
Even small pieces of land could produce significant food when properly cultivated.
Justice and Social Responsibility
The Law of Moses strongly emphasized protecting the poor and vulnerable. God commanded Israel to:
· Avoid exploiting the needy
· Provide fair legal protection
· Allow the poor access to resources through gleaning and community support
This proverb reflects God’s concern for justice and fairness in society.
