This proverb teaches that righteousness is not merely about avoiding sin — it is about developing a deep hatred for deception.
Solomon contrasts two moral identities:
	The Righteous
	The Wicked

	Hates lies
	Produces shame

	Protects truth
	Spreads disgrace

	Lives with integrity
	Lives with moral corruption


This proverb moves from diligence (v.4) to integrity of character, showing that wisdom affects both work ethic and moral truthfulness.
🏛 Historical and Contextual Background
The Role of Truth in Ancient Israel
Truth was foundational to covenant life with God. Society relied heavily on:
· Honest business dealings
· Truthful testimony in courts
· Integrity within family and community relationships
Falsehood was considered not just socially harmful, but spiritually rebellious.
Proverbs’ Moral Framework
Proverbs consistently teaches:
👉 Wisdom is revealed through character
👉 Character is revealed through speech and behavior
Truthfulness was viewed as evidence of a heart aligned with God.

🔹 “Righteous” – צַדִּיק (tsaddiq)

· Just
· Upright

Insight
Righteousness in Proverbs describes:
· A lifestyle of integrity
· A heart shaped by God’s truth

It is relational and practical, not merely legal or theological.
🔹 “Hates” – יִשְׂנָא (yisna’)

· To strongly reject
· To despise
· To turn away from
Important Insight
The righteous person does not simply avoid lies.
He develops a moral revulsion toward falsehood.
👉 True godliness involves transformed desires, not just restrained behavior.
🔹 “Falsehood” – דְּבַר־שָׁקֶר (devar sheqer)
Literal Meaning
· “Word of falsehood”
· Lie
· Deception
· Misrepresentation of truth
Broader Biblical Use
This includes:
· Dishonesty
· Gossip
· Half-truths
· Manipulative speech
· False testimony
🔹 “Wicked” – רָשָׁע (rasha’)
Meaning
· Guilty
· Morally corrupt
· Opposed to God’s righteousness
The wicked person is not neutral toward truth.
He is indifferent or hostile toward it.
🔹 “Brings Shame” – יַבְאִישׁ (yav’ish)
Meaning
· Causes stench or corruption
· Brings dishonor
· Produces moral decay
This word often carries imagery of something becoming foul or rotten.
🔹 “Disgrace” – וְיַחְפִּיר (veyachpir)
Meaning
· Public humiliation
· Moral embarrassment
· Loss of honor or respect
🔎 Line-By-Line Commentary
✦ “The righteous hates falsehood…”
This describes internal transformation.
The righteous person:
· Loves truth
· Protects honesty
· Rejects deception even when beneficial
This hatred is rooted in love for God, who is truth itself.

✦ “…but the wicked brings shame and disgrace.”
The wicked person not only practices deception but spreads its consequences.
Their lifestyle leads to:
· Broken trust
· Damaged relationships
· Loss of credibility
· Moral corruption
· Public dishonor
Solomon emphasizes that wickedness eventually exposes itself.
✝️ Biblical Theology Connection
God’s Nature Is Truth
Scripture repeatedly teaches:
· God cannot lie (Numbers 23:19)
· God is truth (John 14:6)
· God delights in honesty (Psalm 51:6)
Truthfulness reflects God’s character.
