Wealth and Social Power in Ancient Israel
In the ancient world, wealth could:
· Pay legal fines or ransom
· Protect from debt slavery
· Provide influence in courts
· Offer physical protection
At the same time, wealth also attracted:
· Theft
· Exploitation
· Political pressure
· Social jealousy
This proverb reflects real-life social dynamics in Solomon’s society.
Wisdom Literature Perspective on Wealth
Proverbs presents a balanced view:
· Wealth can be a blessing
· Wealth can be dangerous
· Poverty can be difficult
· Poverty can provide unique protection
Wisdom teaches stewardship rather than blind pursuit or rejection of wealth.
📚 Hebrew Word Study
🔹 “Ransom” – כֹּפֶר (kofer)
Meaning
· Payment for deliverance
· Compensation to preserve life
· Price paid for rescue or release
Insight
This word often describes money used to buy freedom from danger or penalty.
It does NOT imply spiritual salvation here, but physical or legal rescue.
🔹 “Life” – נֶפֶשׁ (nephesh)
Meaning
· Life
· Person
· Soul
· Personal existence
This emphasizes preservation of one’s physical and personal well-being.
🔹 “Wealth” – עֹשֶׁר (osher)
Meaning
· Riches
· Material abundance
· Financial resources
🔹 “Poor Man” – רָשׁ (rash)
Meaning
· One lacking resources
· Socially or economically vulnerable
🔹 “Hears No Threat” – לֹא שָׁמַע גְּעָרָה (lo shama ge’arah)
Literal Meaning
· Does not hear rebuke or threat
· Not targeted by extortion or coercion
· Avoids pressures that wealth attracts

🔎 Line-By-Line Commentary
✦ “The ransom of a man’s life is his wealth…”
This describes a practical reality:
Wealth can sometimes:
· Pay legal penalties
· Secure protection
· Provide escape from danger
· Offer social influence
Solomon acknowledges that financial resources can serve as a protective tool.
However, the verse also implies:
👉 Wealth may create situations requiring rescue in the first place.
Rich individuals often become targets for:
· Exploitation

A poor person is often:
