Light Imagery in Ancient Israel
In the ancient world, lamps were essential for:
· Safety in darkness
· Household survival
· Family continuity

A burning lamp symbolized stability, blessing, and ongoing influence. An extinguished lamp symbolized loss, judgment, or the end of a person’s legacy.

✦ “…but the lamp of the wicked will be put out.”
The wicked may appear successful temporarily, but their influence is fragile and temporary. Wickedness ultimately leads to decline and destruction.
